a) In what ways do you seek “bread” (the things of this
world) from Jesus rather than the “Bread of life” (Jesus
himself)?

b) Jesus used a boy’s five barley loaves and two fish to feed
thousands. How does this boy’s example speak to you?
How does this give you hope as you think about how
Jesus might use you and the resources and gifts he has
given you?

c¢) What is comforting to you about Jesus’ words in vs. 6:
“He already had in mind what he was going to do”?

d) How might your life look different if you rested in the
security of Jesus’ promises in John 6:35-40?
