Proof of criminal’s salvation:
e He began by

e He fell silent and stopped

e He wickedness of other robber

e He himself in confession, repenting of his and other
thief’s sin

e He declared Christ’s

e He called Jesus by name, to his Lordship

e He committed himself and his salvation to of Christ,

asking to be remembered (According to “Acts of Pilate 10:2” this man’s
name was Dysmas).

Change of heart seldom takes place out of comfort...but often, out of
discomfort.

Lordship of Christ

Lord = Master = Adonai (Genesis 15:2)

“The Lordship of God means His total of us, and our
total to Him” as Lord and Master. Master implies a

relationship God has with his servants, not only an attribute of God’s
character.

It is Adonai whom we sin against; it is Adonai who pardons us, it was
Adonai on the cross making judgement of the thief.
